Many people bidded for LDDF money this year. We had bids totalling £1,300,000. We had to say
no to some bids. A panel of Partnership Board members, and a member of Surrey County Council’s
(SCC) Procurement Team decided which bids would be funded and which wouldn’t. The panel format
used to score bids was provided by SCC’s Procurement Team, and is the same format used for deciding
other grants in line with the Surrey Compact. We funded 11 Surrey wide bids and 9 local bids.
